(iv) Direct the opposite parties to file
affidavit about the number of trees
already cut and deposit the
compensation according to Hon’ble
Supreme Court Guidelines for the trees
already cut to the agencies as deemed
fit by this Hon’ble Court for protection of
environment;

(v) And if the opposite parties fail to show
cause or show insufficient cause, to
make the said rule absolute.

And pass an order(s)/direction(s) as this
Hon’ble Lourt deem fit and proper.

And~for thisactiof-kindness ‘the\petitioner
as in'dutysbound-shall-ever:pray.”
